Dear Parents/Carers

Closing early on a Friday afternoon has not been ideal for many of you. However this has been
necessary to reduce the risk to our staff and pupils of coronavirus transmission and spread during
PPA time, where our covering staff normally move between bubbles. | thank you all for your
support with this.

This decision has been under continual review, and thanks to the falling infection rates nationally
and the continual lifting of lockdown, we feel that we can now go safely back to ‘normal’ with
all children staying for the full day on Fridays from next week (starting from Friday 30™ April).

We would also like to remove our current restrictions on Breakfast Club. We are now able to cater
for up to 35 children during breakfast club each day. This will need to be pre booked and paid
for (£1 per day, per child via Parent Pay). Please contact the school office to discuss your
Breakfast Club booking requirements. Spaces will be allocated on a first come first served
basis. Please note that breakfast club is a bubble and should only be used if it is needed, as by
exposing your child to another bubble you are increasing their probability of needing to self-isolate.
