Dates of visit:

Before the trip: 

• Children must have breakfast at home before arriving at school.  
• Apply suncream to your child before bringing them to school. 

 
Arrival time: 

• Children must arrive promptly at 7:30am to the main office.  
• Please do not arrive late, we have a very strict schedule on these days.  

 
Clothing: 

• Black shorts or bottoms, 
• Red school polo top (with school logo where possible), 
• Navy school jumper or cardigan (with school logo where possible), 
• Suitable shoes for the beach that can be removed and put back on easily (no laces but 

children can wear secure sandals or crocs). 
 
Essentials to pack (Children should bring a backpack they can carry): 

• A full water bottle, 
• Sun cream (applied at home and a named bottle in their bag), 
• A sunhat, 
• A lightweight coat, 
• A packed lunch (unless you have ordered a school lunch), 
• Please do not pack: Blankets/towels, sand toys or sweets/chocolates/additional snacks. 

 
Travel Sickness: 

• Please inform your child’s teacher in advance if your child suffers from travel sickness or 
requires travel sickness medication.  

• Any medication should be administered before arriving at school, and an additional dose 
must be placed in a clear, labelled ziplock bag in its original packaging (with your child’s 
name clearly visible) in your child’s bag so that it can be administered before the return 
journey if needed.
